Title: Request for Council Feedback on Draft Shoreline Management Plan

Agenda Item Number: 7.3

BACKGROUND/PROPOSAL.:

The purpose of this request is to seek feedback from the Council on the Draft Shoreline Management Plan
and gather any comments that may be necessary for further refinement of the document.

The Draft Shoreline Management Plan has been developed with input from CPP and our team, addressing
previous concerns regarding terminology and clarity. This draft is essential for guiding future shoreline
management and ensuring residents receive accurate information.

The Council is requested to review the draft and provide feedback.

The CAO will schedule a follow-up meeting after July 9, to discuss feedback received and any required
amendments.

RECOMMENDED ACTION:

1. Council to approve the draft shoreline management plan as information and have administration
schedule a meeting after the July 9, 2025, council meeting for council to discuss their feedback
and finalize changes with Mr. MacDonald and CPP before presenting the plan to the broader
community.

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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The Summer Village of White Sands is a vibrant lake community on the southeastern shore of Buffalo Lake. Significant
portions of the lake’s shoreline adjacent to the Summer Village of White Sands have accreted’ as a result of the lake’s gradual
recession, a strip of public land emerged between the residential lots in the Summer Village and the shoreline of Buffalo Lake.
This accretion has limited the opportunity for Summer Village residents to directly access the waters of Buffalo Lake.

Access to the lake is now provided indirectly through dispositions, licenses of occupation, and recreational leases across
public lands. At the request of the Government of Alberta and in support of the Summer Village’s application to renew the
recreation lease agreements, the Summer Village has developed this Shoreline Management Plan.

As a steward of the lake, the Summer Village recognizes their responsibility to manage land use and development activities
adjacent to Buffalo Lake in a manner that minimizes negative impacts on riparian areas, fish and waterfowl habitat and lake
water quality.

The purpose of the Summer Village of White Sands Shoreline Management Plan is to provide policy direction to control future
land use within the plan area to minimize impacts on sensitive riparian features and minimize shoreline disturbance while
continuing to maintain shoreline access to Buffalo Lake through controlled access points.

The Summer Village of White Sands Shoreline Management Plan identifies:

e The planning area that is subject to the recommendations of this plan;

o The legislative framework and authority within which the Shoreline Management Plan will function;

e Asummary of current land use and development considerations within (and adjacent to) the shoreline area;

e The Summer Village’s vision, principles, and goals for shoreline land use and development;

e Policy and regulatory recommendations for shoreline land use and development; and

e Information maps to inform Summer Village residents, development proponents, visitors, municipal officials, and
Provincial departments and agencies.

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1. PURPOSE OF THE SHORELINE MANAGEMENT PLAN

1.1 SUMMER VILLAGE’S RESPONSIBILITY

As stewards of Buffalo Lake and its shoreline, the Summer Village of White Sands recognizes that it has the responsibility to
responsibly manage land use and development on land subject to provincial rights-of-way, municipal reserve parcels,
environmental reserve parcels, recreational leases, and crown land that is subject to licenses of occupation within its
municipal boundaries.

This Shoreline Management Plan includes policies and recommendations intended to reflect the Summer Village’s
responsibilities under the Municipal Government Act, adopted statutory plans, and lease agreements with the Province of
Alberta.

1.2 CONTINUATION OF THE RECREATIONAL LEASE
Itis the purpose of this Shoreline Management Plan to satisfy applicable requirements of the Province in order for the Summer
Village of White Sands to enter into a new Recreation Lease for lands within the Planning Area.
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1. PLANNING AREA

This Shoreline Management Plan applies to all provincial rights-of-way, municipal reserve parcels, environmental reserve

parcels, recreational leases, and crown land that is subject to licenses of occupation adjacent to the shoreline of Buffalo Lake

or that is adjacent to another property so described. The Planning Area is as identified on Map 1 -

2. ABOUT THE SHORELINE OF BUFFALO LAKE

Buffalo Lake is a very shallow lake located in central Alberta. The lake is a ‘managed’ waterbody — water levels are maintained

within a specified range to minimize the impacts of water level fluctuations. A water management right of way (ROW) encircles
the entire lake. Land for the ROW was surveyed and purchased by the Province in the 1990s. The ROW is provincial crown land
and varies in width from a few metres to several hundred metres. The ROW generally corresponds to the lake’s 1:100 year flood

zone.

The ROW includes the lake’s riparian areas. The Province, to determine the condition of these riparian areas, undertook a
lakeshore disturbance assessment and riparian health assessment in 2005 and 2006, respectively.
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3. LEGISLATIVE FRAMEWORK AND AUTHORITY

The following is a high level overview of major components of the legislative framework governing land use and development
on public lands, including the shoreline of Buffalo Lake.

3.1 MUNICIPAL GOVERNMENT ACT

The Municipal Government Act (the MGA) establishes how municipalities may operate and includes operational instructions
for every ministry in the Government of Alberta. The MGA gives municipalities the authority to plan for the future use and
development of lands within its boundaries and enables municipalities to acquire land adjacent to the bed and shore of a
body of water as environmental reserve at time of subdivision. The use of lands dedicated as environmental reserve (as well
as lands designated as other forms of reserve) is limited by the MGA.

The MGA enables a municipality to adopt a non-statutory plan (e.g. a conceptual scheme, outline plan, open space master
plan, shoreline master plan) to guide land use and development activities within the municipality (or a specific area of the
municipality).

3.2 ALBERTA LAND STEWARDSHIP ACT

The Land Stewardship Act provides a means for the province of Labert to provide direction in identifying environmental,
economic, and social objectives through the establishment of regional and sub-regional plans. The Summer Village is located
within the Red Deer Region; preparation and consultation for the Red Deer Regional Plan has not yet begun. The Regional Plan
is intended to provide for the coordination of decisions by decision makers, concerning the land, species, human settlement,
natural resources, and the environment.

3.3 ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AND ENHANCEMENT ACT

The Environmental Protection and Enhancement Act (EPEA) regulates pollution, waste, wastewater, storm water, pesticides,
and potable water (as well as other matters). The EPEA is the primary act in Alberta through which regulatory requirements for
air, water, land, and biodiversity are managed. It supports and promotes the protection, enhancement and wise use of the
environment by designating proposed activities for which an approval or registration is required. The EPEA identifies prohibited
activities and activities that require approval or registration to protect and enhance the environment, including shorelines and
wetlands. Municipalities cannot issue approvals and registrations under the EPEA. However, municipal approvals and
municipal developments, including infrastructure development, must comply with EPEA.

3.4 WATER ACT

The Water Act supports and promotes the conservation and management of water through the use and allocation of water in
Alberta. Activities that have a significant impact on water bodies may trigger an application for approval, registrations, or
licences under the Water Act. The Water Act enables the Minister to establish a framework for water management planning,
including wetlands and matters related to the development of water conservation objectives. The conservation of the
shoreline of Buffalo lake is in alignment with provincial direction regarding the conservation and management of water.

3.5 PUBLIC LANDS ACT

The Public Lands Act establishes the legal framework for the administration and management of public lands in Alberta. The
Public Lands Act vests the title to the bed and shore of all permanent and naturally occurring bodies of water, and naturally
occurring rivers, streams, watercourses, and lakes in the Crown in right of Alberta.

The Public Lands Act restricts activities on public lands that may injure or destroy the surface of the public land, without
authorization.

3.6 ALBERTA LAND USE POLICIES

The Alberta Land Use Policies supplement the planning provisions of the Municipal Government Act and the Matters Related
to Subdivision and Development Regulation. Municipalities are required to implement these policies in the course of carrying
out their planning responsibilities.
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The MGA requires municipalities to be in alignment with the Land Use Polices in s. 6.18.4(1), “Every statutory plan, land use
bylaw and action undertaken pursuant to this Part by a municipality, municipal planning commission, subdivision authority,
development authority or subdivision and development appeal board or the Land and Property Rights Tribunal must be
consistent with the land use policies established under subsection (2).” Additionally, municipal planning decisions must
“contribute to the maintenance and enhancement of a healthy natural environment”. The policies under this goal statement
align with preserving and enhancing wetlands and grasslands through the municipal decision-making process.

3.7 FISHERIES ACT

The Fisheries Act is a federal Act intended to provide a framework for the management and control of fisheries and the
conservation and protection of fish and fish habitat. Risks associated with erosion and sedimentation arising from activities in
wetlands adjacent to water bodies or watercourses can impact fish habitat. Municipal decision must consider the potential
for risks to fish and fish habitat associated with development on and near waterbodies where fish habitat may be present.

3.8 WETLAND POLICY

The purpose of the Alberta Wetland Policy is to conserve, restore, protect and manage Alberta’s Wetlands to sustain the
benefits they provide to the environment, society, and the economy. The Wetland Policy promotes avoidance and minimization
of impacts from development on wetlands as the preferred course of action. Through the wetland policy, the Government of
Alberta acknowledges the roles of municipal, regional, and provincial planning in the decision-making process around
wetland management.

3.9 BUFFALO LAKE INTEGRATED MANAGEMENT PLAN

The Buffalo Lake Integrated Management Plan (BLISMP) was undertaken in 2010 by the Government of Alberta to outlines how
public land and natural resources within and around Buffalo Lake will be managed. The BLISMP was approved by Alberta
Sustainable Resource Development and Alberta Environment (now, Alberta Environment and Protected Areas).

The BLISMP includes goals and objectives related to the management and use of public shorelands, and provides guidance to
the municipalities surrounding Buffalo Lake (including the Summer Village of White Sands) with managing the provincial Right
of Way within their boundaries as well as the adjacent private lands.

3.10 SUMMER VILLAGE OF WHITE SANDS MUNICIPAL DEVELOPMENT PLAN
The Summer Village’s Municipal Development Plan (MDP) was adopted in 2017. The MDP establishes the Summer Village’s
vision for future land use and development. The goals and policies in the MDP are intended to:

e Protect and enhance past physical characteristics and traditions;

e Guide the orderly and systematic physical growth of the community;

e Establish the desirable qualitative and quantitative direction for future community development;

e Define strategies for achieving the Summer Village’s aspirations and set priorities for the near and long term future.

e Establish policies and recommendations that will delineate how the Summer Village can move towards achieving its
goals.

Part 7 of the MDP identifies goals and policies related to the environment. The MDP recognizes the importance of the natural
environment and includes policies to ensure that development in the shoreline area on municipally and provincially controlled
lands is limited to low-impact recreational uses.

3.11 SUMMER VILLAGE OF WHITE SANDS LAND USE BYLAW
The Summer Village’s Land Use Bylaw (LUB) was adopted in 2022. The LUB identifies shoreline lands as within:

e The Public Use Area District; or

e The Environmental Open Space District.

Within these districts, the lists of permitted and discretionary uses are limited to control and minimize impacts on public
lands.
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3.12 MUNICIPAL RESERVE
The MGA enables municipalities to acquire land at time of subdivision for public recreational uses. Municipal Reserve (or, MR)
may be used for one or more of the following purposes:

Public parks

Public recreation areas

School board purposes

To separate areas of land that are used for different purpose (i.e. buffering)

Within the Planning Area there are 7 lots with Municipal Reserve designation (or equivalent based on the period the land was
dedicated to the municipality). The use and development of these lands must be consistent with the MGA as well as the
applicable Land Use District in the Summer Village’s Land Use Bylaw.

3.13 ENVIRONMENTAL RESERVE

The MGA enables municipalities to acquire land at time of subdivision to protect and preserve important natural assets,
prevent development in hazardous locations, and provide low-impact public access to water bodies and water courses.
purposes. Environmental Reserve (or, ER) may be used for one or more of the following purposes:

a. Public parks
b. Leftinits natural state

The MGA also provides for municipalities to use Environmental Reserve for a use other than those identifies above, which
include notification and a public hearing.

Within the Planning Area there are 3 lots with Environmental Reserve designhation (or equivalent based on the period the land
was dedicated to the municipality). The use and development of these lands must be consistent with the MGA as well as the
applicable Land Use District in the Summer Village’s Land Use Bylaw.

3.14 RECREATIONAL LEASE

The Summer Village and the Province of Alberta were parties to a Recreational Lease that was initiated in 2000 and expired in
2021. This Shoreline Management Plan is intended to form part of the agreement of a new lease between the Summer Village
and Province.

The Summer Village has agreed with the Province that the municipality shall use the lands subject to the Recreational Lease
solely for the purpose of public parks, pedestrian access to the lake, and dock mooring, subject to the Province’s Disturbance
Standard for Temporary Seasonal Docks and other Mooring Structures for Personal Recreational Purposes.

3.15 LICENSE OF OCCUPATION
The Summer Village of White Sands has a License of Occupation (LOC 090120) with the Province of Alberta within the
Planning Area. The purpose of the License of Occupation is for the operation of the Summer Village’s boat launch.
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4. SHORELINE HEALTH AND ENVIRONMENTAL CONSIDERATIONS

In November 2024, CPP Environmental prepared a Fish and Wildlife Habitat
Assessment for the Summer Village of White Sands Shoreline to inform the Shoreline
Management Plan and consequently the Recreational Lease and License of
Occupation. The following section presents a summary of the report and its
recommendations for the lake and shoreline.

4.1 FISH AND FISH HABITAT
Buffalo Lake is a fish bearing lake located in the Red Deer River Basin. The Summer
Village of White Sands falls along 3.7 km of its shoreline and includes a public boat

launch, shoreline with private lake houses, and public beach access. Some of the most Fish & Wildlife Habitat

common fish species found within Buffalo Lake are; White Sucker, Northern Pike,
Spottail Shiner, Burbot, Fathead Minnow, and Brook Stickleback. It is noted that none of

these species are identified by the Species at Risk Act and Buffalo Lake is not identified TR
as a critical habitat for endangered and at risk species. CFPP

ENVIROMMENTAL

Aquatic vegetation and boulder areas provide spawning locations for fish as well as

cover for predation when these areas do not freeze to the bottom of the lake. Cover for fish throughout the Summer Village was
found to be very low with two thirds of the area having significantly less than 15% aquatic vegetation cover. Apart from aquatic
vegetation a small area was found to provide cover through boulder gardens in 2 of 16 habitat units. Most of the units studied
were found to be of a depth that will freeze to the bottom during the winter meaning that any of these habitat areas would not
be available for fish in the winter months. Much of the study area was shown to be suitable as a habitat for these fish however,
largely during open water months.

Recommendations for protecting the fish habitat include minimizing removal of aquatic vegetation from the lake. As there is
already a very low percentage of cover for fish, itis important to protect what is remaining.

4.2 SHORELINE ASSESSMENT

The shoreline of the Summer Village was shown to have just over half highly intact shoreline, just under half moderately intact
shoreline, and a low percentage of low or very low intact shoreline. Much of the shoreline was found to be exposed sand with
trees being the most common vegetation. A low water level was observed in the area with a spread of 15 m to 80 m between
the water’s edge and the start of the riparian vegetation.

As much of the shoreline is exposed with a lack of
vegetation, there are areas that are experiencing

erosion from wind, rain and surface runoff. An
increase in rooted vegetation could provide

improvements to the shoreline and decrease
erosion by stabilizing the sediment. Without
additional vegetation, the riparian areas of the
lake will become increasingly exposed and
washed away. The movement of this sediment

from its natural location can alter the lake habitat

and harm the fish populations by reducing areas
for fish eggs to incubate.

4.3 WATER QUALITY
Water quality testing was conducted at three locations along Buffalo Lake within the Summer Village of White Sands. Results
found a fairly consistent water quality throughout all three locations. Location 1 was found to have the highest disturbance

level of the three locations, but this was not shown to have a significant effect on the water quality. A low dissolved oxygen
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concentration of 7 mg/L was found within all three locations however, still within a normal range. Low dissolved oxygen levels
can result in stress in fish and can limit their habitat range as they stay only in higher concentration areas.

At normal levels, Buffalo Lake falls within the category of a eutrophic lake. Additional nutrients entering the lake will enhance
the eutrophication effect within the lake and can cause algal blooms. Limiting nutrient additions can help limit algal growth in
the area and improve the quality of the lake.

4.4 WETLANDS

Four wetlands were found within 50 m of the lake shoreline. CPP Environmental recommends that development should be
prohibited near these wetlands. This would require a 10 m development setback from temporary wetlands and a 20 m
development setback from semi-permanent wetlands. Observed wetlands in the Summer Village are identified on Map -
Environmental Considerations in this plan.

4.5 WILDLIFE

Three main habitat areas were identified within the study areas and included a forested area, a small wetland, and the
exposed shallow shoreline. The forested area contains a large diverse bird population due to the numerous areas for nesting
and foraging. The wetland area, found near Beach Access, also hosts a diverse population of birds that forage on the aquatic
vegetation and insects nearby. When the lake is low and the shoreline is exposed, roosting shorebirds and gulls like to occupy
the area. Rocky areas within the exposed shoreline provide a nesting habitat for these birds.

Twenty-three bird species were observed on the lake and the riparian areas.
None of these birds are officially classified as Species at Risk however there
are legislative protections for them and their nests. Apart from birds, other
wildlife noted in the area include deer, beavers, rabbits and ground squirrels.

This study found that the shoreline of Buffalo Lake supports a rich diversity of
wildlife throughout the Summer Village, but that degradation of these habitat
areas could greatly reduce the wildlife diversity. It was noted that many lots
showed extensive areas of tree clearing for human centered activities such as

trails and recreational equipment storage. Off Highway Vehicles were also found to pose a threat to birds and thelr nests along
the beach. Evidence of clearing of aquatic vegetation and beach rocks along the beach were also found. Removal of these
features reduce food availability and eliminates nesting habitats for the wildlife. Protecting this vegetation also helps shade
the lake and regulate water temperatures to allow the aquatic species to continue thriving.

Minimizing the removal of vegetation in riparian zones by limiting access
points to the shore and beach as well as limiting mowing, trimming, and
herbicide applications can help maintain the natural environment around the
lake. Maintaining the habitat that the wildlife is accustomed to can help
prevent degradation of the species as well as limit harassment of the wildlife.

Landowners and visitors within the watershed should be educated on the
importance of these habitats as well as what encompasses these habitats.
The public often does not see the importance of aquatic vegetation and

riparian areas. Education regarding this subject along with the potential
impacts of development are important in ensuring protection and restoration of these areas.
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5. CURRENT LAND USE AND DEVELOPMENT CONSIDERATIONS

5.1 MUNICIPAL LIABILITY
Lands within the Planning Area are included in the Summer Village’s municipal liability insurance policies. The responsibility to

prevent any injury or harm happening on the shoreline is that of the Summer Village; this Shoreline Management Plan (and a
Recreational Lease with the Province of Alberta) will enable the creation of policies that will ensure the safe and responsible
usage of the Planning Area.

5.2 DOCKING AND MOORING

A dock, pier, wharf and/or boatlift are currently regulated by the Province of Alberta’s Disturbance Standard for Temporary
Seasonal Docks and other Mooring Structures for Personal Recreational Purposes as well as the Summer Village Piers, Docks,
and Boat Lifts policy. The Summer Village policy requires that all residents apply yearly to place these structures in the water.
As the Summer Village contains largely backlot owners, written permission from the Summer Village and the semi-front lot
owner for which the structure will affect needs to be acquired prior to placement of the structure.

An application guide is provided to all landowners via the Summer Village website that includes:

a. The Docking and Mooring Standards Fact Sharing Our Skoreline
Sheet; :

b. The Docking and Mooring Disturbance
Standards;

c. The Designated Public Swimming Areas
Policy; and

d. The Policy Application Form.

Back lot owners are provided a Consent of
Landowner form for the semi-front lot owner to sign
to ensure that all adjacent landowners are aware of
the structure being placed and are consenting to its
location.

5.3 BOAT LAUNCHES
There is one designated boat launch within the

Summer Village of White Sands used by residents

and the public. The boat launch is located in the most southwestern corner of the Summer Village and is maintained
exclusively by the Summer Village. The previous Recreational Lease between the Summer Village and the Government of
Alberta did not include this boat launch. The location of the existing boat launch is identified on Map 4 — Development
Considerations.

5.4 STORAGE OF RECREATIONAL EQUIPMENT

The Summer Village of White Sands recognizes that many property owners within the Summer Village have a need to store
recreational equipment (piers, docks, and boat lifts) close to or on the shoreline during the winter months. There is concern
that the complete removal of this equipment following the summer lake season would cause extensive damage to the
shoreline along the shoreline. It is understood that no recreational storage can occur within the provincial Right of Way,
however, the Summer Village has indicated that temporary storage on municipal lands may be allowed.

5.5 AQUATIC VEGETATION CONTROL

Watershed property owners and lake visitors often do not understand the importance of riparian, shoreline, and aquatic
vegetation. It is a common misconception that most aquatic plants are “weeds” and are a nuisance to lake users. However,
intact vegetation is a key aspect of a healthy habitat for much of the wildlife around and within Buffalo Lake.
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Removal of aquatic vegetation in fish bearing waters such as Buffalo Lake is controlled by the Fisheries Act, the Alberta Public
Lands Act, and the Alberta Water Act.

5.6 RECREATIONAL ACTIVITIES

The shoreline of Buffalo Lake is an important place for community members to gather, socialize, experience the natural
environment, and play. Within the Summer Village are more than half a dozen beach access points where community
members and visitor may visit the lake’s beach on foot from municipal roads and inland park areas (identified on May 4 —
Development Considerations). Controlling access points to the beach enables the Summer Village to limit impacts of foot
traffic to the beach on important natural areas.

The Summer Village’s Use of Public Lands Bylaw, Dog Bylaw, and Community Standards Bylaw contain regulations that
restrict certain recreational activities on public lands, including the shoreline area.

5.7 VEHICLE ACTIVITY AND PARKING

Off-highway vehicles usage within the lake’s shoreline has been observed, and impacts on the natural environment have been
noted in the Fish and Wildlife Habitat Assessment prepare by CPP Environment. Currently, the Summer Village does not have
a specific policy that regulates the use of off-highway vehicles on public lands.

.
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6. VISION

6.1 VISION
The shoreline of Buffalo Lake within the Summer Village of White Sands will be responsibly managed by the Summer Village

and its residents. Land uses within the shoreline area will be limited to low impact recreational activities that avoid sensitive

environmental areas and promote sustainable use of the lake and its shoreline.

6.2 PLANNING PRINCIPLES

The Summer Village will be a partner (along with the Province of Alberta, other municipalities, and First Nations and
Metis organizations) in managing the shoreline of Buffalo Lake in accordance with the Buffalo Lake Integrated
Shoreland Management Plan.

In fulfilling its responsibilities as a Recreational Lease holder and steward of the lake, the Summer Village will
carefully assess and consider impacts on the local environment when making decisions related to (and that affect)
the shoreline’s health and shoreline land use activities.

Shoreline land use decisions will support the efficient use of land, existing infrastructure, and utilities.

Decisions relating to shoreline land use activities will be carried out in an open, consistent, and equitable manner.

6.3 GOALS

To develop a Shoreline Management Plan that satisfies the requirements of the Province of Alberta for a Recreational
Lease agreement.
To protect important natural features and functions of the Buffalo Lake shoreline within the Summer Village.

To enable the responsible development of low-impact recreational uses in approved areas within the Shoreline Area.

Good day Summer Village of White Sands,

We are writing in reference to Invoice #20255140 emailed to Roger Ficko of 14 Destini Dr. in reference to removal and
disposal of fire items left on the edge of municipal property by the road, which was three rolls of damaged Astroturf.

First we must say we are very grateful to everyone who helped out during this sudden fire affecting eight properties only
causing minimal damage especially considering that most owners were not home at the time to respond. But the speedy
response and grand help by all before the fire department arrived from residents was completely outstanding!!! And
also three fire departments arriving as soon as they could about 45 minutes after! No doubt the residents miraculously
saved many of us from a trajic event that could have been way more far reaching to the village on that horrendously
windy night! And we are so grateful for the facilitating of a citizen lead follow up, so we can discuss how to be further
prepared for these emergency type situations! It is a blessing in disguise!

We were not there that evening it took place around 7:30 pm, but came out the following day prepared to clean up. We
mainly took chard and damaged items to the Stettler regional dump, and cleared anything else that looked like it could
be potential for further hinderance. It clearly was a hectic and fearful time for many of us who were aware.

But what wasn’t clear, and we ask you to consider, is the protocol for clean up notification and charges. Should
residents be duly notified with a time line as to what they are responsible to do immediately or within a specified time
frame? Or given an option for others ti do so ant the property owners expense? We are again grateful that our village
has the capability and willingness to help out!! As I’'m sure some are unable to have the time, strength or equipment to
deal with this type of emergency response event. And in this case, the items were on the edge of a main roadway, not
blocking traffic, but probably an eyesore and possibly in the way of regular maintenance duties that morning?
Wondering if there was time in the following morning (Monday) for a notification and/or quick discussion in this
particular case, (as we were coming out shortly prepared to clean up with man power and equipment in place) and if the
items were in the way before us arriving , that maybe it could of more simply be moved back onto our property edge?
We certainly do not want to make a mountain out of a mole hill so to speak, especially during a time of a lot of quick
decisions were probably being needed to make afterwards.

But, we are asking for clarity on the bylaws and such, on protocols for notification and possible time lines etc.
Understanding that this can be difficult as so there are a wide number of possible scenarios to address, and it’s difficult
to have something across the board to fit all situations.

And in this case case, considering all mentioned points, we are respectfully asking if it’s reasonable to reduce this bill by
half, as we were prepared to deal with it?

We want to again thank everyone including the municipality of White Sands, for all the services you provide, and efforts
to run our village safely and fairly.

We look forward to your considerations when time permits.

Subject: Proclamation of the Access to Information Act and Regulations

The Access to Information Act (ATIA) was proclaimed on June 11, 2025, along with its regulations. With
the proclamation of the ATIA and its regulations, the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy
(FOIP) Act has officially been repealed.

There are two regulations that establish the administrative and procedural requirements of the ATIA:

e Access to Information Regulation, authorized by the Lieutenant Governor in Council, which
integrates access to information related provisions from the FOIP Regulation and incorporates new
and revised provisions to provide clarity and outline additional information to support the updated
legislative requirements under the ATIA.

e Designation of Public Bodies Regulation, under the authority of the Minister of Service Alberta and
Red Tape Reduction, is a list of entities that may not definitively meet the requirements
established in the ATIA definition of a “public body” and need to be explicitly designated (i.e., by
name) as a public body in this regulation.

The ATIA and its regulations incorporate both existing provisions that were in the FOIP Act, as well as
new or revised provisions that focus on increased clarity, regulatory accountability, and administrative
updates.

To support public bodies and Albertans with the implementation of the new ATIA and regulations,
Service Alberta and Red Tape Reduction has created an ATIA website at https://alberta.ca/access-to-
information-act, which contains resources such as fact sheets, an ATIA Guide, and eCourses, as well as
other resource materials regarding transitioning from the FOIP Act to the ATIA.

The Government of Alberta will also be hosting townhalls later this summer regarding this new act and
regulations. A schedule for these townhalls will be provided at a later date.
